Ask students to generate questions for survey there are surely things they have not been asked
survey parents-see if we can see what is in existence, parent engagement surveys from Safe and supportive schools
include paraprofessionals, bus drivers, custodians, teachers, administrators

consider small survey at movie night, and via telephone, focus groups?

Call on local data experts (i.e., EMU-John, Peggy!) to assist with survey questions
Laura will look into specifics of Zoomerang account to determine if there are capabilities for texting surveys via cell/smart phones
Also since there is a need to survey families NOT in currently attending (but eligible to attend Willow Run) will want to connect with WISD may know who they are but special considerations for those families
